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Naloxone Distribution Project Instructions



WHO CAN RECEIVE OVERDOSE/NALOXONE KITS?

· Any patient or visitor at risk of an opioid-related overdose (prescribed or illicit opioids).
· A patient or visitor who is a family member, friend, or other person in a position to assist someone at risk of an opioid-related overdose.
· A patient or visitor who uses stimulants, or a patient or visitor who is a family member, friend, or other person in a position to assist someone who uses stimulants or another non-prescribed drug.
· Any patient or visitor who expresses need or interest. 

Note: People who use stimulants (e.g., meth, cocaine/crack, MDMA/ecstasy/molly) are increasingly being exposed to substances mixed with fentanyl, which can have catastrophic consequences. Counterfeit prescription pills—often accessible via social media—may also contain lethal doses of fentanyl.

Option 1:  Direct the recipient to onsite self-service naloxone access points if available.
Option 2:  Manually retrieve naloxone kits from storage and follow these steps:
· Complete the distribution log.
· Review the instructions on the naloxone box with the recipient or provide the training video link.
· Give the recipient the naloxone kit or direct them to a self-service access point.
· For patients: Document in the electronic health record: “Naloxone and overdose education provided.” 
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
